The study of this unit introduces students to the processes used in developing ideas,
solving graphical problems using drawing techniques used in the senior subject of
Graphics. Students will be working exclusively on computer using the Computer
aided drafting program AutoCad Il (Inventor and Revit) exploring 2D and 3D CADD
processes.
